for all people and were

At the Last Supper Jesus
showed his love by giving
the gift of himself
transformed into bread
and wine. He made his
apostles priests of his
promise when he told
them to ‘Do this in
remembrance of me’
(1 Cor 11:23-25,
Eucharistic prayer).

The disciples recognised
Jesus when he breaks the
bread. At Mass, what we
eat looks like bread, but
it is Jesus who comes, the
living God. The bread is
the Body of Christ.
There is only one God,
who is three Persons. God
is a community within

himself: an eternal
